Our SCPS VPK Program

Our VPK Program is designed to prepare 

children for success in Kindergarten.



Delayed Enrollment

As of July, 2016, a change has been made that 

states that families of young children (born 

February 1 ïAugust 31) may choose to enroll 

their VPK child either this year or next year ï

postponing VPK and Kindergarten entry.

The child can only attend VPK once.
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Our Full Day Program

Our Full Day VPK Program is designed for parents 

who need child care for the whole school day. Once 

the free 3 hour VPK block is over, $310 per month 

tuition is charged for the remainder of the school day. 

Students in a full day site may not drop down to half 

day. Parents will have to transfer their child to a 

location that offers half day. (We often have wait lists 

for full-day programs.)
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Payment Reminder

The tuition is divided equally for 180 school days so

it is the same each month.

In order to hold your childôs spot, please make sure 
that you have paid tuition for August in the Pre-K 
Office.

Augustôs payment of $310 must be in the form of

Visa, Mastercard, or a money order. Each month 
thereafter can be paid online.

Payment Reminder

The online payment window will be open 10 days each month. 
Please refer to your Online Payment Calendar for exact dates.

Late payments must be made in the Pre-K Office. A $20 late 

fee will apply.

After the payment window closes, your child may only attend 
the VPK portion of the day for three (3) days. If payment still 
hasnôt been made by the end of the 3rd day, your child may be 
dismissed from the program
